The Parish Council to consider and adopt policy statements
Principles of planning policy from the Parish Plan are now incorporated into all reviews of planning applications within the parish.  Inappropriate changes are defended by the Parish Council as demonstrated by action taken over the siting of a telegraph pole on Cross Tree Road.

Village Hall
The way forward has not been concluded and remains outstanding as a long term goal

Extension of the Conservation Area
The Parish Council is awaiting the publication of a countrywide initiative on Village Confines which defines the planning principles and preservation of views, buildings and visual amenity

Litter Reduction
The Wicken Conservation Society continues to sponsor litter picks on an annual basis.  

Improvements to street lighting
The cost of having “intelligent” light switches has been investigated with a specialist company.  The cost to replace all of the 22 lamps in Wicken would be in the region of £4000.  The Parish Council decided to defer this proposal until the question of the Village Hall had been resolved.

Reduction in speed limits within Wicken
The moving of the 30 mph signs to beyond the edge of the village on all four roads has been achieved.  Requests to reduce the limit to 20 mph within the village have to be met by acceptance of other traffic calming measures to make the 20 mph limit self-regulating.  There appears to be no significant interest in building traffic calming measures within the village itself.

Community Shop
This has not been progressed as a suitable partner has not been located.

Recycling Scheme
Introduced in October 2006

Visual amenity record of Wicken
Recommended to the Conservation Society and is understood to be part way through completion.

Wicken Website
Introduced in December 2004

A Village fete for Wicken
Took place in July 2006

Additional Sports facilities
Not taken forward at present

Publicise work of Community Beat Officer
Publicised through the website and at the Village Fete.  The PCSO for Wicken, Charlotte Pearson, is now part of wider team based in Towcester as part of a countywide initiative on policing.
