1.  Apologies for Absence.

2.  Minutes of previous meeting.

3.  Items raised by members of the Public.

No matters were raised.

4.  Matters Arising.

· The re-opening of the Pub in the Village has been a huge success and has been well supported.  The Parish Council hopes that this will continue.

· Wicken Conservation Society are going ahead with the Iron Bench around the tree on Cross Tree Road.

· The Knott Weed was looked at in October 2009 and work was started in getting rid of this.  It was noted that the weather had been a  hindrance.  Cllr. Aaronson to look in to what is happening with this and report back to the Parish Council.

· The Old School House.  The Chairman spoke to John Marchant regarding this  and at present quotes are being obtained to modernize the property.  There is a meeting with the Church to discuss The Old School House’s future.  Parish Council should have heard more by next meeting.

· Leckhampstead Road - This continues to be a problem and the Parish Council have not heard any more from SNC regarding this.  Clerk to chase up again.  Cllr. Williams has taken photographs as evidence of the problems and will pass these onto SNC.  Continued problems over the winter months due to hazardous conditions has seen a school bus stuck blocking entrance to village and cyclists falling off their bikes due to the condition of the road.

5.  Planning.

· Clerk to circulate plans manually again as passing plans around via the internet is not proving a success.

· 29 Deanshanger Road - The owner wasn’t happy to discover that a garage was being built and she had not received notification from SNC.  Clerk has already been in touch with SNC regarding the foundations being put in without Council having prior knowledge of plans.

6.  Matters of Repair & Administration.

· Wicksteed need to do annual inspection.  Clerk to ask Cllr. Williams to arrange this.

· The Phone Box - a new contract was signed at 7.57pm.  Clerk to post to BT.

8.  Finance.

· Bank Statements were circulated.

· It’s was noted that the first half of the Precept is due in shortly.
