5.  Planning.

· No new Planning Permission has been circulated that Cllrs aren’t already aware of.
· Cllr. Aaronson reported that Merchant Venturers want Planning Permission in Puxley Road not Folly Road.  There will be some draft plans circulating shortly so ‘Pre-Planning Discussions’ can start.  They are considering up to 70 houses at this stage.  Nothing has been put in black and white as yet and it is still at a discussion level.  
· There are various plans circulating regarding ‘The Old Bakery, 36 Cross Tree Road’.  Clerk to find out which are up to date ones.

6.  Matters of Repair & Administration.

· Brian Lloyd on behalf of Wicken Conservation Society attended the PC meeting to discuss the BT ‘Adopt a Kiosk’scheme that’s been discussed at previous meetings.  The Conservation Society wish to keep the Kiosk as they feel it is an iconic part of the village as their aren’t many of these left in the Country.  The Conservation Society can’t officially adopt it due to BT’s rules and regulations so the Parish Council have agreed to do so on their behalf, with the Conservation Society paying any costs involved and looking after it’s upkeep.  Clerk to liaise with Mr. Lloyd regarding this out of meeting and report back at next meeting in January 2010.  The BT contract was signed on behalf of Wicken Parish Council at 7.55pm.
· Another point of interest from the Conservation Society is the have a landmark bench put back on Cross Tree Road where there was one many years ago.   They would like to put a wrought iron bench here and have been quoted around £1200.00.  It is thought a wooden bench will be easily vandalized and would cost considerably more.  Parish Council have asked to see drawings before any decision is made.

· The pot holes between Larks Lane and Pightle Farm have got worse.  Clerk to report.

· SNC have agreed to cut back the hedges on Leckhampstead Road.  This has still to happen.

· With regards to planning permission opposite Redstacks for two detached dwellings.  Local residents would like the access to this to be from the road side rather than the private driveway to the side of this plot.

· Village Sign – Clerk has looked into this and this is a self funded project that the Parish Council feels they can put their monies to better use.
· Villagers should note that as SNC did not address the Parish’s request to tidy Washall Bridge by Silver Spinney and that Cllr. Williams tended to this.  Hence, reflectives are now seen on bridge and hedges cut back and ditches dug out.  The Council thanked him for tending to this.

· It was noted that the drains are blocked Sparrow Lodge Farm after heavy flooding.  Clerk to contact SNC to clear drains.

· Chairman read out letter from Wicken Sports Club asking for annual donation.  A sum of £300.00 was agreed.
