1.  Apologies for Absence.

2.  Minutes of previous meeting 7th July 2010.


Minutes were agreed as a correct record.
3.  Items raised by members of the Public.

No matters were raised.

4. Matters Arising.
· The bench that is to go round the tree on Cross Tree Road is not complete.
· Leckhampstead Road – Anglia Water cleared the water blockage that was causing a leak and a pungent smell and flushed the road.  The contractors for the drain work came out on 4th August and couldn’t find any breaks.  Three months ago CCTV was put down the drains for major breaks and blockages.  The contractors couldn’t find these breaks.  Contractors said drains were ‘ancient and complex’.  They will be back around 20th September and will bring rodding to see where breaks are.  This should take 2 to 3 days of work.  It was brought up that the same contractors are supposed to tidy the roads around Wicken and re-surface them.
· Diversions through Wicken – when there is any accident on the Buckingham Road the traffic cuts through the village which is a huge nuisance.  The Council is to look into being taken off the diversion route and another one being put in place.  Cllr Cartwright has spoken to the Area Manager Ken Hall with regards to this.  Also, if Leckhampstead Road is to be closed off during works being carried out he will ask about diverting traffic from this road.  Cllr Williams suggested a weight limit being put in force for traffic flowing through the village.  Chairman suggested that any re-routing signs should be made visible from Buckingham and Old Stratford to avoid future problems.
· Property on Leckhampstead Road – hedge needs cutting back as is hindering Agricultural Vehicles when they are in use on the road.  Clerk to contact owners.

· Foot path to the Old Baker was reported that this has still not been cleared.  Clerk to contact owners.

· Hedges on Deanshanger Road need trimming back by Iron Bench.

· There has been a leak on Pound Close – Anglia water have seen to this.

· It was asked when will the School House be made safe and not looking so unsightly – Cllr. Franklin said that work will resume shortly.

5. Planning.
· At last meeting it was mentioned that the re-routing of the foot path to The Manor was not obvious.  Cllr. Williams said that this had all been done correctly and by the book.  The application was put in in November 2009 and was publicized in the Citizen, notices were put both ends of the foot path.  Thereafter, on 2nd June 2010 had no objections from SNC.
· 29 Deanshanger Road – it was originally stated that this was not to be used for accommodation and it clearly is.  Clerk to contact Enforcement Officer at SNC.  It was noted that sewerage pipes had already gone in and that the skylight windows open outwards.
· Mobile Catering Van on Layby – renewal of street trading license – No objections.

· Wicken Wood Cottage – proposal for storage shed and log store to be replaced.  No plans have been circulated at present.
· Planning at Pound Close – Clerk has no information on this.  Clerk to contact SNC Planning and ask why this information has not come through. Plus others that we have no record of.
